Bhartiben's last job was at
Lampshades in Willesden before she
retired in 2009 at age of 57.

Currently, Harivandanbhai and Bhartiben
enjoy spending their winter months
visiting their second home in Navsari,
India, as well as travelling to different
parts of the world throughout the year.

The football was played by 8 teams, from Fiji, New Zealand and Australia. Although London as a team was
not represented, we are pleased to say we did have 2 players representing London which played for the Ba,
Fiji team. The standard of play was pretty amazing, reflected by the fact that the organisers had arranged
professional referees and linesmen. A few of the teams had also engaged professional coaches and a year
of preparations in an attempt to win this coveted competition. The 4 day carnival ended with the finalists
Auckland and Ba. Auckland were the ultimate winners on penalties after extra time. A nail biting finish was
ensured when Auckland scored an equaliser with 30 seconds of play remaining in extra time. The
atmosphere and crowd involvement was a credit to our worldwide, Khatri community. Attimes it was easy
to forget that all this excitement was about kicking a leather ball into a net. It was unbelievable to see 800
screaming supporters including women and children, with women comprising possibly 50% of the
audience and making the most noise (no surprise there).

The tournament ended with a grand finale comprising a formal gala event at a 5 star venue, with 1,100
people attending and the Auckland team being crowned worthy champions.

With the longstanding success of this tournament, perhaps we in London can enthuse our young
footballers to put together a squad of 20 players so that a London team can be represented at the next
tournament in Nadiin 2018. Let's not forget we represent the home of football even if some foreigners
callitsoccer!

SKA UK host our own Khatri World Cup.

Plus bereavement support and home visits for those
affected. Until vaccines are available for all strains awareness of the symptoms
1s vital. The charity distributes literature to the general public, schools and
hospitals.

I aim to raise £3,000 by end of June for the charity so please help me help
them carry on with the great work they have been doing by donating and raising
awareness of the charity.
